IT-M series power supply or regenerative source and load system are
compatible with a standard 19-inch cabinet. For installation, ITECH provides
with a specially designed rack mount kit IT-E154 series, this series rack mount
kit includes IT-E154A/IT-E154B/IT-E154C. User can select different model
according to requirement.

The introduction of optional rack mount kit as follows:

IT-E154A
IT-E154A rack is a set of rack mount kit spare parts. If the 19-inch cabinet has a
tray, and when two sets of IT-M series instruments are mounted into the cabinet,
the user can select the IT-E154A rack kit to mount the parts to the front end of
two sets of IT-M series instruments, and then mount the instruments into the
19-inch cabinet.

IT-E154B rack is a set of rack mount kit spare parts. If the 19-inch cabinet has a
tray, and a single set of IT-M instrument is mounted into the cabinet, the user
can select the IT-E154B rack kit to mount the rack to the front end of the IT-M
series instrument, and then mount the instrument into the 19-inch cabinet.

IT-E154C rack is a set of rack mount kit spare parts. If the 19-inch cabinet has
no tray, the user can select the IT-E154C rack kit to fix the rear end of the IT-M
series instrument on the cabinet. IT-E154C cannot be used independently, and
needs to be fixed together with IT-E154A or IT-E154B.

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Chapter2 Mounting Instrument

2.1 Preparation
Before installing any IT-E154 rack mount kit, it is necessary to remove the side
footing of the instrument. Use a screwdriver to loosen the two screws for fixing
the side footing, and remove the side footing. As shown in the figure below,

After the side footings are removed from the instrument, the user can see the
rack mounting holes on both sides of the instrument.

2.2 Mounting a Single Instrument

Cabinet with a tray

If the 19-inch cabinet has a tray, to mount a single set of instrument into the
cabinet, it is only necessary to mount the IT-E154B rack kit. The mounting
operation steps are as shown below.

1. Based on the step @ shown in the figure below, mount the IT-E154B rack
accessories on the left and right sides at the front of the instrument.

2. Based on the step @ shown in the figure below, use screws to fix the rack
handle.
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3. The effect picture after mounting is as shown below.

4. The dimensions after mounting are as shown below (Unit: mm).
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Cabinet without a tray

If the 19-inch cabinet has no tray, to mount a single set of instrument into the
cabinet, it is necessary to mount the IT-E154B rack kit at the front of the
instrument, and mount the IT-E154C kit at the rear of the instrument to fix the
rear part of the instrument on the cabinet. The mounting operation steps are as
shown below.

3. As shown below, combine two sets of instruments mounted with left and
right racks. Use screws to fix the two sets of instruments from up to down.
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4. The user may install the two rack-mounted instruments into a standard
cabinet. The dimensions for rack-mounted instrument are as shown below.
